In
another scam, if you receive a postcard from Offender Reputation and Removal (o-rep.org) claiming to fix
your reputation and remove you from the FL Registry for $25,000 or other fee... IT’'S A SCAM.




REMINDERS

AVOID “Paper Felonies” — Be sure to keep your registration info current and accurate to avoid an arrest for an
unintended error or omission. These can be avoided. Keep copies of your registration documents. FAC is not a law
firm but we encourage you to report legal issues, concerns and observations to FAC at 833-273-7325 Option 4 or
email legal@floridaactioncommittee.org.

CHECK REGISTRATION FOR ANY ERRORS OR OMISSIONS.

It is your responsibility to ensure that your registration is up-to-date and accurate. If in doubt, ask the registration
officer. Be sure to check all information carefully, and consider the following:

Address is current, correct, and same as on your Driver’s License.

Driver’s License number is current; if you received a new license, the number may have changed.
Current employer(s) only; remove old employment information.

Remove frames on License plates. If you or others you listed have new tags, number may have changed.
VIN numbers and/or Tags of mobile homes and utility trailers need to be reported even if not used on the road.
Internet Identifiers are reported (but no passwords, banking, commerce apps). Apps that allow you to
communicate one-on-one with another user must be reported.

7. Temporary addresses, in FL or out of state, where you stay for 3 or more days in a year.
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Petition: We have reached over 8,000 signatures on our "PETITION TO THE UNITED NATIONS TO INVESTIGATE
THE UNITED STATES' SEX OFFENDER REGISTRY AS A VIOLATION OF THE UNIVERSAL DECLARATION OF
HUMAN RIGHTS." Tell friends and family to sign the petition at: https://www.change.org/p/public-sex-offender-
registration-is-violation-of-universal-declaration-of-human-rights NOTE: If asked for a donation, the funds will go to
Change.org, NOT FAC. No donations are necessary. Must have Internet Access.
